Uniform Participation and Hold Harmless Agreement 
For and in consideration of acceptance of this entry and permission to participate in the 
sanctioned water ski or kneeboard tournament, clinic, show, race, tournament practice or 
other event, hereinafter collectively and singularly referred to as the EVENT, described 
on the official registration, participation or entry form on the reverse side or attached to 
this agreement, which is acknowledged to be good and valid consideration for the 
promises and warranties made herein, the undersigned, for themselves, their heirs, 
successors and/or the minor participant for whom they sign do acknowledge, warrant 
and agree as follows: 
(1) The EVENT participant is or will be at the time of the EVENT an Active member in 
good standing of USA Water Ski who is familiar with and agrees to be bound by all  
USA-WS rules for safety and/or tournament or other EVENT participation and/or 
competition. 
(2) The participant is competent to safely participate in the EVENT and will be fully 
responsible for his/her own safety and well being at all times, including the safety and 
sufficiency of all equipment used in the competition, and also including his/her safety at 
all times and under all circumstances while at the EVENT site. The skier acknowledges 
and accepts full and sole responsibility and liability for the operation of and any defects 
and other hazards in skier’ s own equipment. The participant and Parent or Guardian, 
where applicable, warrant and promise that they will assume full responsibility for the 
conduct and safety of the participant at all times, whether or not in actual participation 
and/or at the EVENT site. 
(3) The undersigned acknowledge and assume the risk of serious injury and/or loss of 
life from participation in the EVENT and, in connection therewith promise, agree and 
warrant as follows: 

a) To release, hold harmless, protect, indemnify and forever discharge the sponsors 
and organizers of the EVENT, USA Water Ski, its officials, members and co-
participants in the EVENT, the land or site owner, lessor, lessee, public or 
governmental agency having jurisdiction thereof, and/or the site operator, and any 
agency that may be assigned to cover the EVENT, their agents, servants, employees 
and all persons connected with the EVENT, from any and all rights, claims and 
demands of any nature for any and all loss, damage or injury sustained by the 

participant or his or her equipment at any time during the EVENT or before or 
after the EVENT but in connection with it; and further promise and agree never to 
institute any claim, suit or action at law against any such organization or individual 
described herein above, other than for claims made against a medical insurance 
carrier for benefits provided to USA-WS members under, and only to the extent of, 
any applicable USA-WS group medical insurance coverage; 
b) The undersigned is of legal age and competent to enter into this agreement, and/or 
the parent and/or guardian of the minor participant on whose behalf they sign, and 
hereby agrees to indemnify and hold harmless to the full extent described in 
paragraph a) above, those organizations and individuals named or described therein 
from and against any claim or suit due to injury or damage to the person or property 
of said minor participant; 
c) The undersigned hereby authorize the EVENT organizers, directors, participants or 
their designee to seek and procure on their behalf all reasonable medical and surgical 
care which might be required in the event of injury to a participant who is or becomes 
unable to authorize such care, and warrant their financial responsibility for such 
treatment as is rendered; 
d) The undersigned grant to the EVENT organizers and USA-WS the right to make 
and use any photographs, television or motion pictures taken during the EVENT, and 
agree that the organizers have the right to control or prohibit advertising material 
used, worn or displayed by a participant at the site during the EVENT. 
e) The EVENT organizers and director reserve the right to disqualify the participant 
and/ or at their sole and unqualified discretion, to refuse to allow the participant to 
participate in the EVENT for any reason they deem just and proper, and in such event 
the participant will be entitled to the return of the entry fee and no more. 

I have read all of the above. I understand it and agree to all terms and conditions and 
affirm all promises, representations and warranties made by me as a condition and 
consideration for the privilege of participation in the EVENT. I agree to be fully 
responsible for my conduct at the EVENT and/or for the conduct of the minor on whose 
behalf I sign.

Kneeboard Rider Cup.  No other form of entry wil l be accepted.  All 
entries, with fees and a copy of Federation membership card MUST be 
postmarked by 5:oo pm, Friday, September 22, 2006.  Late fee:  $50 per 
day. No entries, registration, or late fees will be after 7 days prior to the 
event.  There will be NO EXCEPTIONS. Send to International

33852.  It is recommended to send registrations CERTIFIED MAIL , 
RETURN RECEIPT REQUESTED. USA Water Ski and affi liated clubs 
assume no responsibility for lost entries.

SKIER’S MEETING 
In order to compete in the 2006 International Kneeboard Rider Cup, 
attendance at the competitor/offi cials meeting, including being present for 
the ROSTER CALL is MANDATORY.  The meeting will be Friday, 
October 13, 6:00 pm at the tournament site.  A competitor must notify the 
Chief Judge, in writing prior to roll call if he or she will be unable to 
attend the meeting. He or she must also appoint a representative if not 
able to attend in person, however the competitor’s responsibility for 
knowing the content of the meeting is not relieved. Dress code:  Casual 
   
BANQUET 
The 2006 International Kneeboard Rider Cup Awards Banquet will be 
held, Saturday, October 14, at 7:00 pm.  Location:  TBA.  All tickets must 
be purchased in advance, prior to noon on Friday, October 13. There will 
be a limited number of tickets available if  not purchased with your event 
registration. Tickets will be distributed at the Friday night SKIER’S 
MEETING. Dress code: Casual. 
 
PRACTICE  
Skier’s practice and site familialization will be held Friday, October 13, 
2006. Practice-7:00am-3:00 pm. (4 pulls $10). It is recommended to sign 
up in advance to ensure a time slot. Note: Skiers not on dock at scheduled 
time will be placed on the end of running order or as time allows. Two 
sets per person allowed.  

DIVISIONS OF COMPETITION 
Slalom, Trick, Freestyle, Flipout 
The divisions of competition and the point range per division for entry in 
International Kneeboard Competition are as follows.  
 
Slalom   Tricks 
Visionary – 1 to 20 buoys Visionary – 20+ -1800 
Rippers – 20+ to 40 buoys Ripper – 1800 + - 3000 
Skyhangers – 40+ 67+ Skyhanger – 3000+ - 9435+ 
 
Riders may compete in more than one event and/or split his/her entry 
division. There may be a maximum of 15 finalists in the slalom event and 
15 finalists in the trick event, made up of a possible 5 finalists per 
Visionary’s (5 Slalom, 5 Tricks,) possible 5 finalists per Rippers, (5 
Slalom and 5 Tricks,) possible 5 finalists per Skyhangers, (5 Slalom, 5 
Tricks.)  
 
During a federation tournament season a competitor achieving a division 
score ONCE in the slalom and trick events must compete internationally 
in that division relating to the score, i.e. a slalom score ONCE of 20 !  
buoys places a competitor in the Ripper division, one trick score ONCE of 
3000 + places a competitor in the Skyhanger division.   
 
*  FLIPOUT EVENT – The Flipout will be a separate event that wil l  
include only two divisions, men and women.  Entry into the Flipout event 
is open to the Ripper and Skyhanger divisions.  Entry is optional.  To 
enter the Flipout event a competitor must have landed a fl ip or roll in the 
trick event at the current year’s International competition. 
 *  FREESTYLE – Freestyle will be a separate event that will include only 
two divisions, men and women. The 10 competitors in the Ripper and 
Skyhanger divisions receiving the highest tricks scores will be eligible to 
enter the Freestyle Event.  The defending Champions automatically 
qualify as one of the 10 to enter Freestyle.  The defending Champions 
may choose to compete fi rst or last.
